PENALTY
9. Any person of fending against any of thesc byelaws shall be
liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding level
2 on Lhe standard scale.
REVOCATION
10. Byelaw No. 11 of the byelaws made by the Borough

Bournemouth on 28th May 1970 and confirmed by the Secretary

of state on 23rd July 1970 is hereby revoked insofar as
applies to the grounds listed in the schedule
